GENERAL DESCRIPTION: 
Television series seeks submissions created by the public of home DVDs/videos/images showing funny 
and/or unique events to air on Atlanta Interfaith Broadcasters Inc. (AIB). A grand prize of $500 will be 
awarded, at a date, and based on criteria, to be determined by AIB.  Only recordings conforming to 
eligibility criteria set forth by AIB will be considered. 
 
PROCEDURES: 

1. Persons and/or organizations (i.e., churches, non-profit groups) may submit multiple entries to 
“Holy Moly,” c/o Atlanta Interfaith Broadcasters, 1075 Spring Street, NW, Atlanta, GA 30309.  

2. Entrants must include their name, return address, email address (if available), and telephone 
number(s) along with a brief description of the clips submitted. 

3. All submissions become the non-exclusive property of AIB and may be used by AIB in any 
manner, commercial or otherwise, in any and all media now known or hereafter devised 
throughout the universe in perpetuity.  

4. AIB reserves the right to destroy all videos/DVDs for which a written request for return and 
handling fee were not received at the time of submission...Entrants are advised to keep the 
original submission, and send a copy. Entrants must include a US $3.00 money order to cover 
shipping/handling per DVD/video to guarantee the return of submissions.   

5. All home video must be submitted in DVD, mini-DV, SVHS or videolink. 
6. Contributor understands and agrees his/her video submission may receive exposure on 

AIBNET.TV and may be subjected to public comments. AIB is not responsible in any manner for 
any critical or derogatory remarks posted by the public pertaining to a contributor or a 
contributor’s video. Additional information regarding online submissions may be available at 
AIBTV.com. 

7. AIB reserves the right to edit and/or alter any submission at AIB's sole discretion. 
8. AIB will attempt to contact the owner of the submitted material used, and notify him/her of the 

initial airdate of submitted material, but not for re-runs. 
9. Individuals and groups submitting material will receive no payment for submissions. 
10. Each video will be assigned a number, and catalogued in the AIB digital database. 
11. AIB's representatives will conduct an initial review of all submissions and will (as determined by 

AIB in its sole discretion) advance those videos reflecting a sufficient level of humor and/or 
uniqueness to warrant further consideration. 

12. Any video which does not advance past an initial review will be rejected for use as a submitted 
video at that time. AIB reserves the right to reevaluate any submission at any time, but has no 
obligation to do so.  

13. All submissions are subject to the terms of these rules and all contributors agree to be bound by 
these rules and AIB's decisions. AIB reserves the right in its sole discretion to amend these 
rules at any time and AIB will post the revised rules and/or notice of any such rule changes on 
AIBTV.com. 

 
 
 
 

 



 
ELIGIBILITY: 

1. Employees and contractors of AIB and members of their immediate families are not eligible to 
participate in the contest. 

2. Contributors must be 13-years-old or older, as of the date of entry. Written parental/guardian 
consent will be required for persons under 18 (or who are not of the age of majority in their state 
of domicile) for their contribution to be considered. 

3. Contributors whose submissions are selected for inclusion in “Holy Moly” must sign AIB’s 
Release and Indemnity Form certifying that they are the rightful owners of the submitted 
material and that the submissions may be used as previously detailed, above, by AIB. 

4. All persons submitting the DVD(s)/video(s) or appearing or heard in the recordings must sign 
the Release and Indemnity Form, granting to AIB non-exclusive ownership rights to the 
recordings and the right to use such person's name, voice and likeness in any manner, 
commercial or otherwise, and in any and all media whether now known or hereafter devised 
throughout the universe and in perpetuity, including, without limitation, for programming, 
promotional and advertising purposes.  

5. A legal guardian must sign the Release forms on behalf of minors.  
6. These Release forms can be provided by AIB or downloaded from the AIBTV.com website.  

Failure to provide requested Release forms will result in disqualification of entry. 
7. Videos that purport to be spontaneous must be so, or contributors must explicitly disclose the 

circumstances of the taping at time of entry. 
8. AIB will make no payment to any third party for the use of the submitted and accepted material.  
9. Each submission must be solely the original work of contributor/submitter.  
10. Each contributor represents that his/her submission does not infringe on any third party's 

copyrighted material, trademark or other intellectual property rights, or privacy or publicity rights.  
11. By submitting an entry, each contributor agrees to release, discharge, defend and hold 

harmless AIB, the broadcasters/distributors of Holy Moly and their respective parent, subsidiary 
and affiliated companies and their respective licensees, assigns, officers, directors, employees, 
agents and representatives from and against any claim, expense or liability arising from or 
related to submission, exhibition or exploitation of the entry, or appearance on the program, 
contest, and/or acceptance or use of any prize.  

12. No submissions may contain any video content with nudity, or obscene images/profane 
language. Producers reserve the rights to disqualify any material that is deemed inappropriate 
for appearance on program and/or participation in a contest. 

13. AIB reserves the right to implement, at any time, new eligibility criteria and/or modify existing 
eligibility criteria, including, without limitation, geographical and age restrictions.  

 
 
Judging Criteria: 

1. Silly blunders at social occasions; unexpected foul-ups; animal antics; slip-ups during family, 
sports or vacation activities; bloopers during plays, recitals, parades or speeches; celebrity 
impersonations; home music videos; natural phenomena; life's annoyances and oddball news 
events are examples of acceptable content. From time to time, AIB may request home videos 
on specific topics, such as for the show's "Wonderful Weddings" or “Holiday High Jinx” 
requests.
